
Chrysanthos Christou 

Chrysanthos Christou studied history and archaeology at the 
National & Kapodistrian University of Athens (1943-1948). He 
served as curator of Classical Antiquities (Boeotia-Euboea, 1951-
1955, and Laconia-Arcadia, 1955-1965). During the period 1955-
1957, with a scholarship from the German government (DAAD), 
he pursued postgraduate studies in ancient and modern art at 
the Universities of Bonn and Cologne. In 1965 he was elected 
regular professor of art history (the first seat of this science that 
was founded in a Greek university) and medieval and modern art 
of the West at the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki. In 1979 
he was recalled at the same seat of the School of Philosophy of 
the University of Athens, where he taught until his retirement as 
professor emeritus. His publications concern European art from 
the Renaissance to our days, as well as Greek art of the 19th and 
20th centuries.

Χρύσανθος Χρήστου 

Ὁ Χρύσανθος Χρήστου σπούδασε Ἱστορία καὶ Ἀρχαιολο-
γία στὴ Φιλοσοφικὴ Σχολὴ τοῦ Ἐθνικοῦ & Καποδιστριακοῦ 
Πανεπιστημίου Ἀθηνῶν (1943-1948). Ὑπηρέτησε ὡς Ἐπιμε-
λητὴς Κλασικῶν Ἀρχαιοτήτων (Βοιωτία-Εὔβοια, 1951-1955, καὶ 
Λακωνία-Ἀρκαδία, 1955-1965). Κατὰ τὴν περίοδο 1955-1957, μὲ 
ὑποτροφία τῆς γερμανικῆς κυβέρνησης (DAAD), ἔκανε μεταπτυ-
χιακὲς σπουδὲς στὴν Ἀρχαία καὶ Νεώτερη Τέχνη στὰ Πανεπιστή-
μια τῆς Βόννης καὶ τῆς Κολωνίας. Τὸ 1965 ἐκλέχτηκε τακτικὸς 
καθηγητὴς τῆς Ἱστορίας τῆς Τέχνης (ἡ πρώτη ἕδρα τῆς ἐπιστήμης 
αὐτῆς ποὺ ἱδρύθηκε σὲ ἑλληνικὸ πανεπιστήμιο) καὶ τῆς Μεσαι-
ωνικῆς καὶ Νεώτερης Τέχνης τῆς Δύσης στὸ Ἀριστοτέλειο Πανε-
πιστήμιο Θεσσαλονίκης. Τὸ 1979 μετακλήθηκε στὴν ἴδια ἕδρα τῆς 
Φιλοσοφικῆς Σχολῆς τοῦ Πανεπιστημίου Ἀθηνῶν, ὅπου δίδαξε 
μέχρι τὴν ἀποχώρησή του ὡς ὁμότιμος καθηγητής. Οἱ δημοσι-
εύσεις του ἀφοροῦν τὴν εὐρωπαϊκὴ τέχνη ἀπὸ τὴν Ἀναγέννηση 
μέχρι τὶς μέρες μας, καθὼς καὶ τὴν ἑλληνικὴ τέχνη τοῦ 19ου καὶ 
τοῦ 20οῦ αἰῶνα.

Michael Alexandris was born at Amelantes village, Euboea, 
in 1942. He studied at the high school of Limni. He graduated 
from the Philological Department of the School of Philosophy in 
Athens and then worked as a teacher in secondary education. He 
deals systematically with authoring works concerning Greek and 
Latin literature and language and folklore.

Ἀθηνῶν καὶ στὴ συνέχεια ἐργάστηκε ὡς ἐκπαιδευτικὸς σὲ σχο-
λεῖα τῆς Δευτεροβάθμιας Ἐκπαίδευσης. Ἀσχολεῖται συστηματικὰ 
μὲ τὴ συγγραφὴ ἔργων ποὺ ἀφοροῦν τὴν ἑλληνικὴ καὶ λατινικὴ 
φιλολογία καὶ γλῶσσα καὶ τὴ λαογραφία.

Antony Makrinos 

Antony Makrinos was born and educated in Chios. He stud-
ied Classics at the University of Athens and in 1998 he moved to 
University College London (UCL) with a scholarship for an MA 
in Classics at the Department of Greek and Latin. In 2005 he 
was awarded his PhD in Classics for his thesis on “Eustathius’ 
Commentary on Homer’s Odyssey (chs. 1379-1397)” under the su-
pervision of Prof. Richard Janko and Prof. Chris Carey and then 
studied Homer and Eustathius as a postdoctoral researcher. He is 
a teaching fellow in the Department of Greek and Latin of UCL, 
while he has also worked as a teaching fellow at King’s Col-
lege London (Department of Classics) and as a visiting lecturer 
at Queen Mary College (School of English & Drama) and has 
extensively taught several undergraduate and graduate courses 
on Greek and Latin language and literature. His teaching activi-
ties include several Summer schools and academies in which he 
teaches every year. He has participated in six Homeric Academies 
organized by Euroclassica (European Curriculum Framework for 
the Classical Languages) at Chios, while as of July 2013 he will be 
acting Director of the Summer School in Classics at UCL.

He has been awarded the golden seal of Euroclassica for his 
contribution to the promotion and teaching of the Homeric Epics 
and has been nominated for the Teaching Excellence Awards at 
King’s College London.

His research interests include ancient and modern receptions 
of the Homeric epics (especially in literature and the cinema) and 
scholarship in Byzantium. Since 2004 he has delivered more than 
thirty invited lectures and talks in several universities all around 
the world on Homeric subjects and he has organized many lec-
tures, colloquia, exhibitions and conferences on Ancient Greece. 
He has also contributed as an academic advisor to radio, films, 
and TV programmes related to Classical antiquity.

His publications include the Commentary of Eustathius of 
Thessalonica on the Odyssey (book 1) which is about to be com-
pleted and will be published soon. He has co-edited a volume on 
Modern views of Greek Antiquity (Centre for Scientific Dialogue 
and Research, Cyprus 2013) and he has recently contributed three 
entries to the Homer Encyclopedia (Blackwell 2011). He has also 
produced many other articles and reviews on antiquity. One of his 
future projects is the edition of the Companion for the reception 
of Homer from Byzantium to the Enlightenment, which will be 
released by Brill publishers.

Ἀντώνης Μακρινός 

Ὁ Ἀντώνιος Μακρινὸς γεννήθηκε καὶ μεγάλωσε στὴ Χίο. 
Σπούδασε Κλασσικὴ Φιλολογία στὴ Φιλοσοφικὴ Σχολὴ τοῦ Πα-
νεπιστημίου Ἀθηνῶν καὶ τὸ 1998 ἦλθε μὲ ὑποτροφία στὸ Πα-
νεπιστημιακὸ Κολλέγιο τοῦ Λονδίνου (UCL), ὅπου ἔκανε μετα-
πτυχιακὸ στὴν Κλασσικὴ Φιλολογία στὸ Τμῆμα Ἑλληνικῶν καὶ 
Λατινικῶν. Tὸ 2005 ὁλοκλήρωσε τὴν διδακτορική του διατριβὴ μὲ 
τίτλο Οἱ Παρεκβολὲς τοῦ Εὐσταθίου στὴν Ὀδύσσεια τοῦ Ὁμήρου 
(κεφ. 1379-1397) ὑπὸ τὴν ἐποπτεία τοῦ γνωστοῦ ὁμηριστῆ Καθ. 
Richard Janko καὶ τοῦ Καθ. Chris Carey καὶ στὴ συνέχεια μελέ-
τησε τὸν Ὅμηρο καὶ τὸν Εὐστάθιο ὡς μεταδιδακτορικὸς ἐρευνη-
τής. Εἶναι διδάσκων λέκτορας στὸ Τμῆμα Κλασσικῆς Φιλολογίας 
τοῦ UCL, ἐνῶ ἔχει ἐπίσης ἐργαστεῖ ὡς ἐπισκεπτόμενος λέκτορας 
στὸ King’s College London (Τμῆμα Κλασσικῆς Φιλολογίας) καὶ 
στὸ Queen Mary College (Τμῆμα Ἀγγλικῆς Φιλολογίας & Θεά-
τρου) καὶ ἔχει διδάξει διάφορα προπτυχιακὰ καὶ μεταπτυχιακὰ 
προγράμματα στὴν Ἀρχαία Ἑλληνικὴ καὶ Λατινικὴ γλῶσσα καὶ 
λογοτεχνία. Ἡ διδασκαλική του δραστηριότητα ἐπεκτείνεται σὲ 
θερινὰ τμήματα καὶ ἀκαδημίες ὅπου διδάσκει ἐτησίως. Συμμε-
τεῖχε σὲ ἕξι Ὁμηρικὲς Ἀκαδημίες ποὺ διοργανώθηκαν ἀπὸ τὴ 
Euroclassica (Εὐρωπαϊκὸς Ὀργανισμὸς Διδασκάλων Κλασσικῶν 
Γλωσσῶν) στὴ Χίο, ἐνῶ ἀπὸ τὸν Ἰούλιο τοῦ 2013 θὰ εἶναι ὁ Διευ- 
θυντὴς τοῦ Θερινοῦ τμήματος Κλασσικῶν Σπουδῶν τοῦ UCL.

Ἔχει τιμηθεῖ μὲ τὴ χρυσὴ σφραγίδα τῆς Euroclassica γιὰ 
τὴ συμβολή του στὴ διδασκαλία τῶν Ὁμηρικῶν Ἐπῶν καὶ μὲ 
διάκριση στὰ Βραβεῖα Ἀκαδημαϊκῆς Διδασκαλίας τῆς Κλασσικῆς 
φιλολογίας στὸ King’s College London.

Τὰ ἐπιστημονικὰ ἐνδιαφέροντά του συμπεριλαμβάνουν 
ἀρχαῖες καὶ σύγχρονες προσλήψεις τῶν Ὁμηρικῶν ἐπῶν (ἰδιαίτε-
ρα στὴ λογοτεχνία καὶ τὸν κινηματογράφο) καθὼς καὶ τὴ φιλο-
λογία στὸ Βυζάντιο. Ἀπὸ τὸ 2004 μέχρι τώρα ἔχει παρουσιάσει 
πάνω ἀπὸ τριάντα ὁμιλίες καὶ λόγους σὲ διάφορα πανεπιστήμια 
σὲ ὅλο τὸν κόσμο κυρίως γιὰ Ὁμηρικὰ θέματα καὶ ὁ ἴδιος ἔχει 
ὀργανώσει πολυάριθμες διαλέξεις, ἡμερίδες, ἐκθέσεις καὶ συνέ-
δρια γιὰ τὸν ἀρχαῖο Ἑλληνικὸ κόσμο. Ἐπίσης, ἔχει συμμετάσχει 
ὡς ἀκαδημαϊκὸς σύμβουλος σὲ ραδιοφωνικὰ καὶ τηλεοπτικὰ 
προγράμματα ποὺ ἔχουν σχέση μὲ τὴν Κλασσικὴ ἀρχαιότητα.

Τὸ συγγραφικό του ἔργο περιλαμβάνει τίς Παρεκβολές τοῦ 
Εὐσταθίου στὴν Ὀδύσσεια (α’ ῥαψωδία), μελέτη ἡ ὁποία ὁλο-
κληρώνεται καὶ θὰ κυκλοφορήσει σύντομα. Ἔχει συνεπιμελη-
θεῖ τὴν ἔκδοση ἑνὸς τόμου γιὰ τὶς Σύγχρονες ἀπόψεις σχετικὰ 
μὲ τὴν Ἑλληνικὴ Ἀρχαιότητα (Κέντρο Ἐπιστημονικοῦ Διαλόγου 
καὶ Ἔρευνας, Κύπρος 2013), ἐνῶ πρόσφατα ἔχει συνεισφέρει 
τρία λήμματα στὴν τρίτομη Ἐγκυκλοπαίδεια τοῦ Ὁμήρου (εκδ. 
Blackwell 2011). Ἔχει ἐπίσης συγγράψει διάφορα ἄρθρα καὶ βι-
βλιοκριτικές. Στὰ μελλοντικά του σχέδια εἶναι ἡ ἔκδοση ἑνὸς 
τόμου γιὰ τὴν πρόσληψη τοῦ Ὁμήρου ἀπὸ τὸ Βυζάντιο μέχρι τὸ 
Διαφωτισμό, ποὺ θὰ κυκλοφορήσει ἀπὸ τὸν ἐκδοτικὸ οἶκο Brill.
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Angela Lyras 

Dancer and choreographer, having performed in Greece and 
abroad, she has participated, in one or both of her capacities, in 
international festivals in Tokyo, Barcelona, Salonica, Athens and 
Epidaurus.

Actress and performance artist with Vassilis Laggos’ theatre 
group “Actoriones,” she has performed in the group’s Athens and 
Moscow seasons, and has participated in international theatre 
festivals in Moscow and Tallinn of Estonia, while being responsi-
ble for the physical and musical training of the actors as well as 
preparing them for performance. She has also lead workshops for 
developing theatre techniques, and taught ballet at the National 
State School of Dance.

Within the wider cultural scope which “Actoriones” saw as 
encompassing the written word and theatre in general, and in

κοῦ καὶ λογοτεχνικοῦ τρόπου καὶ ὑποβάθρου τῆς Ἰλιάδας τοῦ 
Ὁμήρου, τῆς ἑλληνικῆς μυθολογίας, τῆς ἀρχαίας τραγωδίας, καὶ 
σὲ ὅ,τι ἀφοροῦσε τὴ φυσιογνωμία τοῦ Σωκράτη μέσα ἀπὸ Δια-
λόγους τοῦ Πλάτωνα. Γιὰ τοὺς Ἀκτορίονες, ἐπίσης, μετέφρασε 
τὶς Δοῦλες τοῦ Ζὰν Ζενὲ καὶ ἀποσπάσματα ποίησης καὶ πρό-
ζας τοῦ Σάμιουελ Μπέκετ ἀπὸ τὴ γαλλικὴ πρὸς τὴν ἑλληνική. 
Ἄλλες μεταφράσεις της συμπεριλαμβάνουν χωρία τῆς Ὀρθόδοξης 
Ἀνατολικῆς Ὑμνογραφίας καὶ ἀποδόσεις ἑλληνικῶν δημοτικῶν 
τραγουδιῶν στὴν ἀγγλική.
